1. Contamination or soiling of the optical system parts can result in image quality degradation. Do not allow dirt, dust,
organic solvents, oils, or other foreign matter to get on the lens.

2. When handling a printed circuit board, handle the board only by the corners and avoid touching the components
mounted on the board if at all possible.
